Nuclear Fizz fun and games

A nuke theme gives a host lots of material to play with – but risks offending the squeamish, so choosing your Nuclear Fizz fun and games will require some delicacy.  Below are some of the ideas we came up with in NYC. Normal font is what we ended up doing. The italics are ideas that were never executed.

Food items
· Things you may find in a nuclear fallout shelter: Cheez whiz, Twinkies, Pop tarts
· Pop rocks

· Atomic fireballs
· Jello shots in test tubes

Specialty drink
· Nuclear Fizz – anything with bubbles. Champagne cocktails are great. We did a vodka with cranberry and soda and our guests were happy.

· The Day After – Tequila sunrise.

· MarTangi – yes, Tang and vodka. Yum.

Games & activities
· Pin the ICBM (inter continental ballistic missile) on the nuclear regime. Get a wall map and outline all the nations with nukes or on their way to making nukes – and have players spin to select which country they’ll “strike”. This could also be a Velcro dart board – but we opted to make cheap looking paper ICBMs and use a little double-sided scotch tape. No one played – but everyone thought it was darn funny. · Nuclear Movie quiz. Two of our committee members came up with 26 movies about nukes and made up a “match the movie to the clue” quiz. We let guests play in teams and gave a prize (plastic glasses with popping eyeballs) to the winners at the end of the night.  See “Nukes on Film” pdf for a copy.
· Make your own nuclear bomb. Instead of using uranium isotopes, an industrial centrifuge, metal encasements and explosive devices, we switched in nuts, a salad spinner, nutella, chocolate cups and teeth to make a delicious nuclear bomb. See “Make an A-Bomb” pdf for official instructions.
· Weapons accumulator game? Not sure what this would be – but maybe poker played with fissile material?

· Nuclear twister – also not sure how would work, but maybe circles could also be rogue regimes.
